While this is designed for a five-week worship series, there are some easy adaptations that could be made:

e Preach asermon on God’s Call at multiple times throughout the year. Choose a 5™ Sunday,
Confirmation Sunday, First Sunday of the New Year, or some other Sunday where the theme of God’s
Call is appropriate. In other words, these five sermons do not have to be preached on consecutive
weeks.

e |nstead of using this in a worship context, adapt this for a teaching time in youth group, Sunday School,
or as a short-term study or even a special Advent or Lenten course.

e Preach one or two of these sermons leading up to your Stewardship Campaign as a way of preparing
your people to hear God’s Call to serve the Church.
